Montreal, November 24, 2022 - The Montreal International Auto Show (MIAS), presented by the Montreal 

Automobile Dealers Corporation (MADC), in collaboration with Montreal Gazette, will welcome visitors from 

January 20 to 29, 2023 at the Palais des congrès. Enthusiasts will be in for a treat! They will finally be able to see

For those who are familiar with the event, this year's MIAS will occupy all of the floor space on level 2 of the Palais 

des congrès, which is 2/3 of the size in square feet if we compare to 2020. Although it is a smaller-scale exhibition, 

the objective of this 78th edition remains the same: to remain true to its mission of displaying as many vehicles as 

possible, highlighting the latest technological advances, featuring a wide range of electric vehicles integrated into 

the show's itinerary, and presenting special attractions that are worth a visit. 

For Bertrand Godin, spokesperson for the event for more than 20 years, this return is important and highly 

anticipated. “We know that visitors won't find exactly the event they are used to, but what a pleasure it will be to 

be back after two years of absence. The entire team has worked hard to bring you the best of the 2023 Auto Show.
